Sec. 9-1. Designation of wards.

The city is hereby divided into four (4) wards to be known and designated as follows:


(1)
Ward I: The first ward of the city shall constitute and include all that portion of the city lying east of a line running north and south through the center of Garfield Avenue, and north of a line running east and west through the center of Fifth Street.


(2)
Ward II: The second ward of the city shall constitute and include all that portion of the city lying east of a line running north and south through the center of LaDelle Avenue and west of a line running north and south through the center of Garfield Avenue, and north of a line running east and west through the center of Fifth Street.


(3)
Ward III: The third ward of the city shall constitute and include all that portion of the city lying west of a line running north and south through the center of LaDelle Avenue, and north of a line running east and west through the center of Fifth Street.

Ward IV: The fourth ward of the city shall constitute and include all that portion of the city lying south of a line running east and west through the center of Fifth Street.

Sec. 9-2. Voting precincts.

Voting precincts in the city shall be designated and redesignated by the appropriate governmental officials, according to the election laws contained within the South Dakota Codified Laws, as may be from time to time amended.

Sec. 9-3. Voting places.

Voting and polling places within the city shall be designated and redesignated by the appropriate governmental officials according to the election laws contained within the South Dakota Codified Laws, as may be from time to time amended.
