Monday, July 6, 2015 at 7:30

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approval of Agenda:  Slide the City pulled the Outdoor Event Permit request - Miles motioned to approve the agenda as amended, seconded by Haak.  Motion carried.

Approval of Minutes:  Sommerfeld motioned to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held on June 15, 2015, seconded by Geraets.  Motion carried.

Old Business
SE Sewer Extension – Change Order #3 ($26,676.38) 
The change order is for a reduction in the final contract price. It is a result of less rock blasting, less gravel used and a combination of other items, than initially bid on the project.  Crisp motioned to approve the change order, seconded by Miles. Motion carried.

SE Sewer Extension – Final Pay Request #6 $227,073.17 - H&W Contracting
Lance Mayer, DGR, addressed the Council. The contractor/subcontractors and DGR have come to an agreement on all final quantities to be paid out in order to close the project. All final documents including the lien waivers have been submitted. The final contracted price of the project totaled $988,152.24. All aspects of the lift station are functioning as specified on Beach Avenue turned out very well. Crips motioned to approve the final pay request, seconded by Miles. Motion carried.

New Business
Library Board – Update to Council
Brittany Moeller, Library Director, addressed the Council. Brittany thanked the council for their support,  gave an update on the summer reading program, and provided information on the growth the library has seen in new members since the move into the restored building. No motion made.

AT&T Lease Agreement – Request to Change Terms
AT&T wireless requested a change in lease terms for the Clarke Ave and 15th Street Water Tower lease. AT&T flagged our tower as a high rate rental, and therefore they are reaching out to amend the current agreement. The first request is to reduce the monthly lease 15% ($462.15 = $2,618.85). The second request is to reduce the annual escalator from 3% to 2%. Crisp motioned to leave the lease as is until the expiration date, Haak seconded. Motion carried.

· Storm Sewer Drainage Improvement - Old 77, 10th Street to Rock Run Outlet
· Garfield Avenue - Centennial Ave North to Big Sioux River
· Storm Sewer/Drainage Improvement - 6th Street to Big Sioux River
2016 Budget - Update
Administrator Weiland has begun working on the 2016 budget. Letters have been sent to the outside community groups for them to submit requests for 2016 funding. It will be necessary to have a special meeting in mid-August to review the Administrator’s proposed budget. At this time please place Tuesday, August 18thon your calendars for a potential special budget meeting.
Joint Minnehaha/Dell Rapids Meeting – July 21st – 9 AM: 
The Planning Commission met with the Minnehaha County Planning Commission on June 22nd and approved the re-zone application of Daniel Witte to re-zone the east portion of the old Reecy Farm supply lot from Commercial to R-1:Residential. The City Council is now scheduled for a public hearing July 21st at 9 AM. It is necessary to have a quorum of 5 members at this meeting. Please make plans to spend a minimum of 30 minutes in Sioux Falls at this meeting. Further information from the Minnehaha County Planning Staff will be provided to the Council prior to the meeting.
Current Projects - Update:
SE Sewer Extension - The City is still waiting on final paperwork to bring forth approval to the City of final pay request.
Library Building Project - We are still waiting on final paperwork from Gil Haugen prior to bringing the final payment for approval. All punch list items have been completed. The Change Order regarding the smoke alarms in the elevator in the amount of$1,300 will need to be resolved by the Council prior to final payment being approved.
Northview Drive/11th/10th Street - Crews started at the intersection of 11th Street and Garfield installing sewer line, which will continue east on 11th, turn the corner and head on Northview to 13thStreet. The street surfacing was completely stripped on 11th and Northview. Access will be provided to all homes during the installation of the utilities and street work to the best of the contractor's ability. The first Northview Drive Project update meeting with the contractor has been scheduled July 7 at 1 PM in the Council Chambers.
Rickeman Field Grandstand - The publication notice for bidding the Rickeman Field
Grandstand has been published and bids are due on July 15th. The Council will consider awarding submitted bids at the July 20th meeting.
WWTF Facility Plan- Stockwell Engineers have submitted the Facility Plan for the WWTF to the DENR for review and approval. The next step for the City Council will be to make a decision on what treatment option the Council wishes to pursue. Following the selection of the type of facility the Council will engage an engineer to begin designing the facility in order to apply for funding in January of2016. This item will be placed on the July 20th agenda for discussion.
