MINUTES OF DELL RAPIDS PLANNING COMMISSION
Tuesday, August 27th 2013 – 7:00 PM
The regular meeting of the Dell Rapids Planning Commission was held at City Council Chamber on Tuesday, August 27th, 2013 with the following members present: Chairman Bob Lamberty, Roger Dearduff, Darrell Donelan, Paul Zweifel (present via speakerphone), Charlie Pleskac (arrived 7:30 PM). Absent; Mike Kroger, Rod Pierson. 
Chairman Roger Deerduff called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

I. Motion by Lamberty second by Donelan to approve the July 9th, 2013, Planning Commission Minutes. Upon voice vote all members present voted aye. Motion carried.

II. Visitors to Be Heard:  No visitors were present to be heard.
III. 7:00 PM  - Public Hearing – Application for Re-Zone – Lots 4 thru 17 in Block 10 and Lots 8 and 9 in Block 14 of Spruce Glen Addition to the City of Dell Rapids, Minnehaha County, South Dakota According to the recorded plat thereof:  Spruce Glen Developers are requesting are requesting to re-zone four lots within their development for the purpose of creating single family housing. Motion by Donelan Second by Lambery to recommend to the City Council approval of the request to re-zone Lots 4 thru 17 in Block 10 and Lots and 8 and 9 in Block 14 of Spruce Glen Addition to the City of Dell Rapids from NRC: Natural Resource Conservation District to R-1: Single Family Residential District.  Upon Voice Vote all member Present voted Aye. Motion Carried
IV. Accessory Structure Inquiry – Zwarte:   Property owner Rick Zwarte, 1001 W 15th Street, was present to inquire about constructing a 3,200 square foot building with 16 foot sidewalls on his 2.5 acre lot.  The current zoning ordinance does not allow for accessory structure to exceed 1,200 square feet.  Discussion was held regarding the need for amendments to the ordinance if a structure of this proposed size was to be allowed.  The Planning Commission discussed a building of this size not being consistent with the future residential nature of this neighborhood and concerns of opening up this type of construction for the future. No decision was made by the Commission because this was not an official public hearing.  
V. Zoning Ordinance Amendments – Update and Discussion:  Zoning Administrator Weiland updated the Commission on zoning amendments that will be proposed at the next meeting to be held on September 10th.
