DELL RAPIDS CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
Tuesday, September 6, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor Fiegen called the Dell Rapids City Council meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. at the Council
Chambers in City Hall. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited and roll was taken finding the
following Council Members present: Keith DeLange, Doug Grovenburg, John Paul, President
Carrie Probst, Carrie Testerman and Mayor Scott Fiegen. Absent: Mark Downs, David
Sommerfeld and Vice-President, Todd Wiebenga.

Staff Present: Administrator, Justin Weiland, Finance Officer, LeAnn Kerzman, and City
Attorney, Dean Hammer.

Approval of Agenda: Testerman moved and Probst seconded the approval of the agenda.
Motion carried unanimously.

Minutes: Probst moved and DeLange seconded to approve the minutes of the regular council
meeting held on August 15, 2011. Motion carried unanimously.

Testerman moved and DeLange seconded to approve the minutes of the special council meeting
held on August 29, 2011 for the budget work session. Motion carried unanimously.

Claims Approved: Paul moved and Testerman seconded to approve the following claims as
presented.

First Reading of Ordinance #749 — 2012 Appropriations Ordinance — Weiland reported to
the council on the final version for consideration. Street project funding was decreased from the
suggested $300,000 to $200,000; request from the Library for $200,000 to $300,000 for the
water and sewer service was not funded; no funding included for storm water drainage; no
funding included for the Development Company. Transfers from the reserves are included for:
general fund in the amount of $133,853; Debt Service Fund $9,000; Water Fund $73,472; and
Wastewater $147,005. Total general fund budget of $2,125,278. Weiland reminded the council
that we tend to not spend every dollar of every budget so using some reserve funds is not a
negative impact for the city. Paul moved and Probst seconded to approve the first reading of
Ordinance #749 as presented. Motion carried unanimously.
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Resolution #2011-11 to fund the 15™ Street Project - Kerzman proposed the resolutions for
the purpose of establishing a capital fund to track the revenue and expenses of the project and to
approve the transfer of funds from the general fund. Testerman moved and Paul seconded to
approve the resolution as proposed. Motion carried unanimously.

Visitors to be heard: None.

Public Hearing: Mayor Fiegen declared the council convened as the Board of Adjustment at
7:35 pm for the purpose of hearing a request for a variance from Eric and Cathy Swain regarding
412 8" Street (Lots 11 & 12 of Block 10, Graves Addition, Dell Rapids). Request to install a 4’
steel ornamental fence 3” from the south and east property lines. Variance would be required as
the height limitation on fencing in the front yard is 2’6 under the current ordinance and the set-
back on a corner lot is 10°. Testerman moved and Grovenburg seconded to approve the request
for a variance of the installation of a fence with a height of 4’ as it is also the height limit in the
new zoning ordinances that have passed first reading with the council. Motion carried
unanimously. Paul moved and Probst seconded to disallow the application for variance in the
set-back from 10’ to 3’ from the south and east property lines. Motion carried by a vote of four
(4) to one (1) with DeLange dissenting. The mayor declared the city council to have reconvened
at 7:50 p.m.

15™ Street Capital Project: Trent Bruce of DGR was present to brief the council of the
progress of construction. Recommended the council approve application for payment number 4.
Probst moved and Grovenburg seconded to approve application for payment #4 from Winter
Brothers Underground in the amount of $320,937.26. Motion carried unanimously.

Sioux River Red Rock Trail: Trent Bruce briefed the council on his contact with Buskerud
Construction and their progress plans for the completion of the trail project.

Fire and Rescue Station: Steve Robinson of SEH was present to brief the council on
construction and punch list items being address. Recommended council approve request for
payment. Paul moved and Testerman seconded approving request from Hoogendoorn
Construction for payment #9 in the amount of $190,938.75. Motion carried unanimously.

Carnegie Public Library Expansion: Weiland requested that the council approve a contract
agreement with SEH for construction documents and allow the termination of a prior agreement
with Architecture Automated. DelLange moved and Grovenburg seconded to end any contractual
obligation with the now closed Architecture Automated and enter into an agreement for
construction documents with Short, Elliott & Hendrickson, Inc. Motion carried unanimously.

Street Repair — Asphalt Paving: Weiland has been working with Public Works Director
Schildhauer to address areas of concern for repair. lowa Ave between 4™ St and 6™ St has been
identified to need removal of existing overlay, grade and application of a new 4 inch lift. This
project matches in similarity to a previously bid project by the City of Colton. Weiland
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presented the bid documents for the council to review. Probst moved and Paul seconded to
award the project to Double H Paving by ‘piggy-backing’ on the previously bid and awarded
project for Colton for an expected cost of $72,600.00. Motion carried unanimously.

Another area of concern was identified as West 8™ Street from Old Hwy 77 to Westview Drive.
This area is in need of an overlay to place a crown in the center of the roadway to assist with the
flow of water to the gutters. Overlay to be approximately 2 inches. Quote received from Double
H Paving for $27,938.00. DeLange moved and Testerman seconded to approve the work to be
completed by Double H Paving per their submitted quote. Motion carried unanimously.

City Administrators Report — Weiland reported on the following:
e Special Joint Meeting with Minnehaha County on Tuesday, September 27" at 9 a.m. at
the Minnehaha County Chambers for the purpose of review of the joint jurisdictional area
has been canceled.

Treasurers Report — A recap of all income and expenses, since the last meeting, were presented
to the council for their review.
