Finance Report: Library Director Moeller stated that she will be leaving Assistant Librarian Kinsey Griffin access to all library credit/debit cards and the money drawer while she is out on maternity leave. Library Director Moeller has reviewed what needs to be done in terms of errands and purchasing items with Kinsey so she is aware of what to do. 
Library Director Moeller informed the board that the final purchases for summer reading prizes have been made and that the library is still sitting well with the budget. Rough numbers are showing that the library has spent less so far on summer reading programming and prizes than last year.

Report of Library Director: Library Director Moeller informed the board of all the programming happening at the library and the upcoming summer reading program. The only thing left to do is to schedule classroom visits and to print all the materials needed for the summer reading program. 
Library Director Moeller stated that the library will be getting two new computers to replace the two circulation desk computers. The current computers at the circulation desks will then be wiped clean and be placed at our search terminals.
Report of the City Council Liaison: Mier stated that the AEDs are in and he is looking into a training opportunity for the library staff and board. Mier also stated that the council is still looking for an alternate location for the bus barn.
Committee Reports: Borchert stated that he will be writing a thank you letter to Beverly Rieck, head of the FCCLA, to thank her and the fellow members for helping the library over the last four years with various projects.
