The summer reading program is the main focus at the library right now since there are programs Monday through Thursday for varying age groups. The programs being held this summer are: LEGO Club, storytime, adult program, crafts, games, movie day and teen day.
Library Director Moeller informed the board that she graduated from Library Institute on Friday June 8th. Library Institute requires 4 years of one week training during the summer, with each year focusing on different aspects of the library. Library Institute was held at SDSU in Brookings, SD this year. The next upcoming conference Library Director Moeller plans to attend is the SDLA conference in Sioux Falls at the end of September. 

Library Director Moeller stated that Assistant Librarian Kinsey Griffin has donated a projector to the library and the library purchased a pull-down screen. Both of these items will be used during the summer for movie day, and there are plans to utilize them during the school year as well.
