DELL RAPIDS CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
Monday, October 20, 2014 at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor Scott Fiegen called the Dell Rapids City Council meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the City Hall Council Chambers.  The Roll was called finding the following members present:  Chad Andrews, Lee Burggraff, Mark Crisp, Mike Geraets, Paul Miles, and Dave Sommerfeld (via phone).  Staff present:  Administrator Justin Weiland, Billing Clerk Diane LeBrun, and City Attorney Dean Hammer.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approval of Agenda:  Burggraff moved to approve the agenda, seconded by Miles.  Motion carried.

Approval of Minutes:  Miles moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held on October 6, 2014, Burggraff seconded.  Motion carried.

Claims Approved:  Burggraff moved to approve the claims as presented, seconded by Miles.  Motion carried. Public Hearing – On/Off Sale Malt Beverage and Retail On-Sale Wine License – Unique Boutique and Bistro (336 E 4th St):   Burgraff made the motion to approve, Miles seconded.  Motion carried.

Library Building Project Change Order – Lower Floor Wall Repairs – The change order amount of $39,225.00 includes everything but the excavation.  Andrews made the motion to approve, Miles seconded.  Motion carried.

Public Hearing – Ordinance No. 811:  Zoning Amendment – Chapter 15.03 Adjustment to Yard Regulations – Rear Setback Adjustment – second reading and adoption:  Burggraff made the motion to approve, Geraets seconded.   Roll call vote: Andrews – nay, Burggraff – aye, Crisp – aye, Geraets – aye, Miles – aye, and Sommerfeld – aye.  Motion carried 5-1.

Personnel – Finance Officer, Public Works Equipment Operator:  Weiland recommended that the council hire Claire Baartman for the Finance Officer position at an annual salary of $54,000 and Chris Mergen for the public works position, starting at $17.00 per hour, with a $.50 per hour raise upon completion of his CDL.  Miles made the motion to hire Claire Baartman for Finance Officer at $54,000 annual salary, Andrews seconded.  Motion carried 6-0.  Burggraff made the motion to hire Chris Mergen for the Public Works Equipment Operator at $17 per hour, $17.50 upon the completion of his CDL, Andrews seconded.  Motion carried 6-0.  

IT Management Service Agreement – Dakota Technology Consulting:  Weiland recommended the hiring of Dakota Technology Consulting, Mike Pica owner at the rate of $200 per month for IT services.  Miles made the motion to approve, Andrews seconded.  Motion carried 6-0.

2015 Healthcare Plan:  Weiland brought forward the plan options as given by Jim Murphy, Innovative Employer Solutions.  Weiland recommded the plan with the 0% increase for 2015 that is supported by the Affordable Care Act.  Burggraff made the motion to approve, Miles seconded.  Andrews asked for a roll call vote.  Andrews – nay, Burggraff – aye, Crisp – aye, Geraets – aye, Miles – aye, and Sommerfeld – aye.  Motion carried 5-1.

Snow Removal Contract 2014/15:  The hourly rates for blower, blade, loader and trucks all increased for this season from the 2013/14 season, but the one time mobilization fee decreased.  Motion by Andrews to approve, Miles seconded.  Motion carried 6-0.

Dump truck/Snow plow – Advertise Bids:  Weiland recommended the Council approve the advertisement for bids for a new dump truck, snow plow and box.  Discussion included:  would the bid be brand specific? Are we adding or replacing?  Should we keep the old one instead of declaring surplus?  Motion to advertise for bids by Burggraff, seconded by Crisp.  Motion carried 6-0.

Administrators Report:  DENR Waste water lagoons permit and compliance order – we’ve violated ammonia levels several times in the past few years, and we need to correct our issues – they gave us a timeline to fix problems.  DENR wants a study submitted by April 1, 2015.  Veterans Park project – we are still attempting to gain an easement  from the car wash owners for the south 30 feet before proceeding with improvements.  The Garfield bridge project is moving along – there are now 3 crews on site daily.  They are currently setting up for a first deck pour, with the deck to be completed by November 10.  The southeast Sewer Extension project update – the lift station is in and operational.  Eagle Scout projects in the City Park were dedicated last weekend – they are the chess tables near the old caboose.  Mayor Fiegen asked each council member to fill out and return the administrator reviews by November 2nd.  

Motion to adjourn at 8:10 p.m. by Burggraff, seconded by Miles.  Motion carried 6-0.
