DELL RAPIDS CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
Monday, January 5, 2015 at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor Scott Fiegen called the Dell Rapids City Council meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the City Hall Council Chambers.  The Roll was called finding the following members present:  Chad Andrews, Lee Burggraff, Mark Crisp, Mike Geraets, Paul Miles, Craig Lauritzen, Gary Haak, and Dave Sommerfeld (via phone).  Staff present:  Administrator Justin Weiland and Finance Officer Claire Baartman.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approval of Agenda:  Lauritzen moved to approve the agenda, seconded by Burrgraff.  Motion carried.

Approval of Minutes:  Lauritzen moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held on December  15, 2014 with the correction of Dave Sommerfeld-Absent, Miles seconded.  Motion carried.

Visitors to be Heard:  No visitors to be heard.
Public Hearing – Ordinance No. 815: Rezone Request – 511 East 8th street from R-1: Single Family Residential to R-3: Medium Density Residential – Dell Rapids School District – First Reading – Haak moved to approve first reading of Ordinance No. 815, seconded by Crisp. Motion carried.
Library Building Project – Pay Request #6 $135,165.70 – Gil Haugen Construction- Miles moved to approve pay request #6, seconded by Lauritzen. Motion carried. 

SE  Sewer Extension – Change Order #2 $22,743.42 – H&W  Contracting – Reconsider – Administration recommended the approval of change order #2 for work that was completed. Prior to the work being completed the Council was provided the correspondence from DGR of the sewer trenched that had been backfilled with large rock debris. Lauritzen motioned to approve the payment of change order #2 in the amount of $22,743.42, seconded by Geraets. Motion Carried 7-1.

Ordinance No. 814: rezone request – 509 East  2nd street from R-1: Single Family Residential to B02: General Business District – Second Reading and Adoption – Burrgraff moved to approve Ordinance No. 814 rezone request, seconded by Miles. Roll call vote: Geraets – aye, Miles – aye, Andrews – aye, Sommerfeld – aye, Burggraff – aye, Haak – aye, Lauritzen – aye, and Crisp – aye.  Motion carried 8-0. 

Waste Water Lagoon – Select Facility Plan Engineer- Recommended the Council approve the hiring of Stockwell Engineers as the consulting engineers to put together a Facility Plan for the Future WWTF project. Geraets moved to approve the selection of Stockwell Engineers, seconded by Burrgraff. Motion carried. Lauritzen abstained. 

Resolution 2015-1: 2015 Payroll Resolution – Recommended the council discuss and motion to adopt a percentage increase for City Employees. Burrgraff motioned to approve a 1.2% pay increase for City Employees, seconded by Andrews. Motion carried.

Set Shared School Board/City Council Election – April 14th, 2015 – Recommended the Council set a City Council election for April 14th at the Lutheran Church. Andrews motioned to approve the election date of April 14th, 2015, seconded by Lauritzen. Motion carried.

Sioux Falls Humane Society – 2015 Agreement – Recommend the Council approve the 2015 agreement for services with the Sioux Falls Area Humane Society with no changes to the hourly rate from 2014 to 2015. Burrgraff motioned to approve the agreement, seconded by Andrews.  Motion carried.

Snow Removal Ordinance – Discussion – Discussion revolved around the current snow removal Ordinance No. 751 adopted in 2011 and the City’s internal policies for snow removal. No action was taken on the current Ordinance or City’s policies.

Dells Investment Group Development (DIG) Timber Ridge Development – Update – DIG is planning additional infrastructure upgrades to Timber Ridge Development in 2015. DIG updated the Council on these new infrastructure developments included but not limited to the extension of some streets and re-plotting of lots within the development.

Administrators Report: Dump Truck – Re-Bid: City Administrator and Public Works Department are re-drafting the specifications for the dump truck. As soon as the new specs are approved the truck will be republished for bid. Administration will contact all trucking firms that carry brands that meet the specs now set forth. SDML Legislative Rib Dinner – February 3rd and 4th: The SDML Rib Dinner and legislative day at the capital is scheduled for he evening of February 3rd and 4th. Invitation was extended to the Mayor and Councilmen. January 19th (MLK Day) and February 16th (Presidents Day), Regular Meetings, Decide on Meeting Dates – The Council has historically moved Council meetings that fall on holidays for City Staff to the following Tuesday. It was decided the January 19 Council meeting would not be moved, however, the February 16th meeting will be moved to Tuesday, February 17th. Sales Tax and Building Permit Report – Update: As of November 2014 the City is on track to exceed the 2013 sales tax by well over 5. The building permits total $6.4 million in 2014 compared to $9.4 million in 2013. The commercial construction of County Fair, Casey’s General Store and Family Dollar increased the 2013 permit totals. However, with 15 new structures built as well as the Ace Hardware building in 2014, this has been another positive year of growth for our community. Northview Drive/10th Street Project – Update:  DGR Engineer Mayer has asked two questions. 1.) Northview Drive/11th Street asphalting – The installation of water and sewer will leave a strip of 7 feet of undisturbed asphalt. The total cost to replace this 7 foot strip of asphalt is approximately $20,000. Council decided to leave the street unpaved until 2016 to let the ground settle. 2.) Sewer on 10th Street – The Council reviewed cost estimates and made a decision to move forward on the Northview project in late 2014. Part of the discussion to lower the overall costs of the project was to eliminate the replacement of the sewer line on 10th Street from Garfield Ave up the hill to State Ave. Since that discussion the PW department has had an opportunity to review the sewer televising of this area. The PW Dept is recommending (with the condition of the pipe and brick manhole on State Avenue) that the sewer should also be replaced. The total cost to replace the sewer on 10th street is $100,000. 

Motion to adjourn at 8:25 p.m. by Burrgraff, seconded by Haak.  Motion carried 8-0.
