Old Business
Rickeman Field Grandstand – Re-consider Bidding – Baseball Association
Community members addressed the Council on the plans for the new grandstands and the safety of the existing structure. Sommerfeld motioned to go out for bids on a new Grandstand for Rickeman field and was seconded by Klockman. Motion carried.

WWTF Facility Plan Update – Stockwell Engineers
Jon Brown addressed the Council on updates on the Waste Water Treatment Facility Plan. Mr. Brown focused on findings for nutrient treatment at the back end of a SAGR system. The City is waiting on the Facility Plan document.  No motion was made.

Administrator Report
Personnel – Performance Evaluation Merit Increases 
Administrator Weiland conducted a performance evaluation of Public Works Director Schildhauer and is recommending a 2% increase effective to anniversary date of 4/22/15. Currently at $71,332.89 will rise to $72,759.54. Public Works Director Schildhauer conducted a review of Dave Shuch and is recommending a 2% increase. Currently $17.58 will rise to $17.93.
Mobile Text Messaging Program – Update
Six month test period update: The program costs approximately $60. Currently there are 184 subscribers and has proven to be a cost effective method of communicating with the public. City Administration is advocating the continued use of the program.
SE Sewer Extension Update
City Administrator Weiland, Lance Mayer and representatives from SECOG met with Jim Anderson from the DENR to begin the process to closeout this project. H&W is finalizing a few minor punch list items (mainly turf establishment) and submitting final paperwork to DGR for final approval. It is anticipated the Council can approve final payment and closing the project out in July. Following final closeout the City will begin the process of establishing a sewer connection district for the new lift station. 
Library Building Project Update
It is anticipated the Council will consider final pay request at the first meeting in July. At this time a resolution on the elevator smoke alarms will need to be reached. Multiple neighbors on the block have complained about the brightness of the lighting on the north and west sides. Administration is working with Dells Electric on a solution. The public works crew is planting 7 trees on the lot that have been donated by the High School FCCLA program. The turf also seems to be establishing fairly well.
Street Surfacing Update
Myrl and Roys’ visited Dells this past week and took measurements to make sure we stay within the $160,000 approved by Council. Public Works Director has reached out to crack sealing crews to schedule. We continue to communicate with the Chip Sealing contractor to make certain the patching and crack sealing is complete prior to the chip sealing crews completing their work. We are trying to hold off on the chip seal crews until August.
Northview Drive/ 11th/ 10th Street Update
Final paperwork is in order, correspondence has been sent to property owners effected by the project and City crews are waiting for H&W to begin the Northview Drive project.

Motion to adjourn at 9:00 by Burggraff, second by Miles.  Motion carried.
