MINUTES OF DELL RAPIDS PLANNING COMMISSION
Tuesday, July 10, 2018 – 7:00 PM

The regular meeting of the Dell Rapids Planning Commission was held at City Council Chamber on Tuesday, July 10th, 2018 with the following members present; Chairman Dearduff, Vice-Chairman Bob Lamberty, Tom Ludens. Tom Schwebach, Steve Hoff. 

Chairman Dearduff called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

I. Motion by Ludens second by Hoff to approve the May 8th, 2018 Planning Commission Regular Meeting Minutes.  Upon voice vote all members present voted Aye. Motion carried.

II. Visitors to Be Heard:  No visitors were present to be heard.

III. Plat of Tract F of Wylands Addition to the City of Dell Rapids, Minnehaha County:  Property owner, Ben Temple submitted a proposed plat for approval. Mr. Temple’s intent is to build a single family residential home on the property that is currently zoned as NRC: Natural Resource Conservation District. Attorney Dean Hammer determined that in order to construct a single-family home it is necessary for the owner to plat and re-zone a single family property.  The re-zone hearing for the Planning Commission has been set for July 24th at 7 PM.  Motion by Lamberty, Second by Schwebach to recommend approval to the City Council for the Plat of Tract F of Wylands Addition to the City of Dell Rapids, Minnehaha County..  Upon Voice Vote all members present voted Aye.  Motion Carried.

IV. East 6th Street Development Inquiry – Mark Mergen:  Mr. Mergen was not present at the meeting to discuss the inquiry related to the home and property he has developed on East 6th Street. No motion was made. 

V. [bookmark: _GoBack] Comprehensive Plan Update – Future Land Use Decision: Administrator Weiland presented the Planning Commission with a proposed Future Land Use map for the Comprehensive Plan. The future land use map reflects the area outside of the existing city limits and the plans for future development outside of these limits. The map presented shows two tiers of future development. The first tier is the most likely to develop in the next twenty years based on access to utilities and the second tier is the area beyond the first tier that may be developed in the distant future.  Each future developable section will have a narrative outlining the utility needs for each site. The Planning Commission reviewed and discussed the proposed map. Administrator Weiland will begin drafting the narrative for the map.  No motions were made.  . Upon Voice Vote all members present Voted Aye. Motion Carried. 

VI. Motion by Ludens to adjourn. Seconded by Hoff. Chairman Dearduff declared the meeting adjourned at 7:29 p.m.
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
