The regular meeting of the Dell Rapids Planning Commission was held at City Council Chamber on Tuesday, April 23, 2019 with the following members present; Chairman Dearduff, Tom Ludens. Tom Schwebach, Steve Hoff. Absent, Steve Hoff, Bob Lamberty. 

Chairman Dearduff called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

I. Motion by Ludens second by Schwebach to approve the March 26, 2019 Planning Commission Regular Meeting Minutes.  Upon voice vote all members present voted Aye. Motion carried.

II. Visitors to Be Heard:  No visitors were present to be heard.

III. [bookmark: _Hlk8223780]Public Hearing: Re-Zoning Request – Lot 12 and 13 Block 54 Dell Rapids City Original – From R-1: Single Family Residential to PD: Planned Development District – Waagmeester Estate: Chariman Dearduff opened the public hearing for the Re-Zone Request of the Waagmeester Estate at Lot 12 and 13 Block 54 from R-1: Single Family Residential to PD : Planned Development District. The Waagmeester Estate was represented by Ryan Sittig. Zoning Administrator Weiland presented a proposed ordinance for the Planned Development. The intent of this Planned Development is to follow the R-1: Single Family Residential District Zoning Ordinance.  The proposed Planned Development ordinance will allow for the placement of detached garages without a principal structure. The proposed ordinance will also allow for the expansion and improvement of the detached garage structures. Language that requires the improvement of 8th Street with curb and gutter and sidewalk when the City chooses to make such improvements, has also been added to the ordinance.  Motion by Schwebach Second by Ludens to recommend approval to the City Council for the re-zone of Lot 12 and Lot 13 Block 54 from R-1: Single Family Residential to PD: Planned Development District as described in the proposed Ordinance No. 865. Upon Voice Vote all members present voted Aye.  Motion Carried. The City Council will hold a public hearing for the re-zone request at the May 6th Council meeting. 

IV. Public Hearing: Re-Zoning Request – Lot 5 and 6 Block 37 Dell Rapids City Original – From R-1: Single Family Residential to R-2: Two Family Attached District – Mark Mergen. Chariman Dearduff opened the public hearing for the Re-Zone Request of Lots 5 & 6 of Block 37 from R-1: Single Family Residential to R-2 : Two Family Attached  District. Kyle Mergen represented the rezone request for Lot 5 and 6 Block 37.  The Mergen’s plan to construct a two family shared wall residential home that faces west toward Juniata Avenue.  The City requires that separate utilities are installed for each of the housing units in the tow family attached property. The Mergen’s are planning to potentially sell each of the units individually with a shared wall agreement. The platting of the lots for the new structure will meet the required setbacks to allow for the platting of two properties.  The Planning Commission discussed that all of Lot 5 would not be required for the re-zone to R-2.  Discussion with Kyle Mergen came to the agreement that the west 55 feet of Lot 5 would be included re-zoned as the final recommendation. Motion by Ludens Second by Schwebach to recommend approval to the City Council for the re-zone of the West 55 feet of lot 5, all of Lot 6 in Block 37 Dell Rapids City Original a R-1: Single Family Residential to R-2: Two Family Attached District. Upon Voice Vote all members present voted Aye.  Motion Carried.

V. Motion by Ludens to adjourn. Seconded by Schwebach. Chairman Dearduff declared the meeting adjourned at 7:32 p.m.
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
