Mailing Address: 406 E 5th; From: R-1: Single Family Residential District to R-2: Two Family Attached District - Applicant, Scott Crisp.  This is to be considered the Public Hearing to Re-zone 406 E 5th Street to re-zone this property from R-1 Single Family Residential District to R-2: Two Family Attached District.  The owner of the property, Scott Crisp, is requesting to re-zone the property place it into the category consistent with its current and historic use.  The property at 406 E 5th Street has historically been used as a duplex. Therefore, the request will make this property consistent with it’s actual use. IV.  Public Hearing – Dell Rapids Comprehensive Plan – Consider Adoption and Recommendation to City Council: The Planning Commission hosted the public hearing for the adoption of newly drafted Comprehensive Plan. The City has been working towards the update of the Comprehensive Plan for almost two years. The Planning and Zoning Commission began reviewing the comp plan chapter by chapter in 2018.  The Planning Commission worked with the South Eastern Council of Governments to update each chapter with accurate demographic information as well as the current and future land use mapping included in the document. The P&Z was ready for adoption in 2019, however adoption was paused due to the Transportation Master Plan study. The Transportation Master Plan was completed in late 2019. Administration and SECOG have incorporated the pertinent language from the Transportation Master Plan into the Comprehensive Plan. The Comprehensive Plan document is the City's long term planning document. The Comp Plan is the required legal document to back up the City's Planning and Zoning Document. The Comp Plan is not a set in stone document as it can be amended and altered as the community grows and changes.  The Comp Plan is to serve as a guidance tool for future planning and development. The Comprehensive Plan outlines the City's current status as far as demographics. The Comp Plan outlines current land uses and maps out future prospected land uses. It categorizes these future growth areas and describes the environmental constraints utility needs. Finally, the Comp Plan outlines future goals and needs of the community.  

The City Council will consider adoption the Comprehensive Plan at their Regular Council Meeting on July 6th. Motion by Schwebach, Second by Ludens to recommend to the City Council adoption of a new Comprehensive Plan.  Upon Voice Vote all Members Voted Aye.
